The administration of US President Donald Trump
announced the removal of temporary legal protec-
tion of 530,000 Cubans, Haitians, Nicaraguans and
Venezuelans. Immigrants from these four countries
who have come to the United States from October
2022 with financial sponsors were given a two-year
permit to live and work in the US. Now they will
lose legal protection on April 24 or 30 days after the
notice is published in the Federal Register. The move
will effectively remove the two-year parole granted
to these immigrants under former President Joe
Biden.

Delhi Health Minister Pankaj Kumar Singh launched
six mobile dental clinics. These clinies will provide
free dental care to the residents. The Delhi govern-
ment and the Maulana Azad Institute of Dental Sci-
ences are jointly running these clinics. Each clinic
has advanced dental chairs, portable X-ray machines
and sterilization units. The clinics are also equipped
with ultrasonic scalers for cleaning teeth. Patients
will get free fluoride treatment facility.
